COMPUTERS

The computer industry is one of the largest in western countries and especially in
the USA. It includes companies that manufacture, sell and lease computers, as well as
companies that supply products and services for people working with computers.

A computer cannot think. A human operator puts data into the computer and gives
instructions. The operator writes instructions that determine the mathematical
operations on information. A computer solves mathematical problems very rapidly.

Your appearance conveys a message to everyone we come into contact with. Maybe it’s

When we meet people for the first time, we often make decisions about them based
entirely on how they look. And, of course it’s something which works both ways, for
we too are being judged on our appearance. When we look good, we feel good, which in
turn leads to a more self-assured manner.

When selecting your clothes each day, think about who you’re likely to meet,
where you’re going to be spending most of your time and what tasks you are likely to
perform. Clearly, on a practical level, some outfits will be more appropriate to different
sorts of activity and this will dictate your choice to an extent. 3. After all, if you
dress to please somebody else’s idea of what looks good, you may end up feeling
uncomfortable and not quite yourself.

But to know your own mind, you have to get to know yourself. What do you truly
feel good in? There are probably a few favorite clothes that you wear a lot — most
people wear 20% of their wardrobe 80% of the time. 4.

Are they neat and tidy, loose and flowing? Then look at the things hanging in your
wardrobe that you don’t wear and ask yourself why. Go through a few magazines and
catalogues and mark the things that catch your eye. Is there a common theme?

Some colors bring your natural coloring to life and others can give us a washed-out
appearance. Try out new ones by all means, but remember that dressing in bright colors
when you really like subtle neutral tones, or vice versa, will make you feel self-
conscious and uncomfortable.
