The launch of the new journal “Migration & Law” (M&L) allows me, as
its initiator and first editor-in-chief, to express my vision on development
of this edition and to call all potential readers and future authors to
take endeavours for establishment of the journal and further thematic
recognition among the scientific community and practitioners.

Migration has been, is and will be an important topic for academic,
public and political discourses. In the same environment, it is most often
divided into legal (regulated) and illegal (unregulated) (depending on the
legal basis of a person’s stay in the State), international (external) and
domestic (internal), labour and social (for entry and the person’s stay in
the State). Criminal migration is also distinguished as a set of movements
of persons across the State or administrative-territorial borders for the
purpose of preparation or commission of criminal offenses. At the same
time, migrants are divided into legal (regulated) and illegal (unregulated),
labour and social, and, depending on their citizenship, into foreigners or
stateless persons and internally displaced persons (own citizens).

Of course, this is not an extensive disclosure of the types of migration
and migrants, but only the mentioned by us types give grounds to assert
the multifaceted nature of migration and related phenomena that have
existed since ancient times and have ancient origins. At the same time,
it is necessary to state that the so-called recognition of migration at the
international level has taken place quite recently.

So, at the end of the previous year, the whole world celebrated two
important anniversaries, in particular, the 30th anniversary of the
adoption of the International Convention on the Protection of All Migrant
Workers and Members of Their Families by the UN General Assembly on
December 18, 1990, and the 20th anniversary of the Declaration of the
International Migrant’s Day.
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It is worth noting that the adoption of such decisions was quite
late, as in the societies of many States a very negative attitude towards
migrants from the other countries formed for many years, which led to the
inevitable collision of migrants in the social space of the host society with
established intolerance to them and other traditions and values. At the
same time, according to the UN General Assembly resolution, the growing
interest of the international community in the effective and comprehensive
protection of human rights for all categories of migrants and the need to
intensify further efforts to respect for human rights and fundamental
freedoms of migrants has become a propulsion for the Declaration of the
International Migrants Day.

Also important in this context was the proposal of the UN General
Assembly to all Member States, as well as intergovernmental and non-
governmental organizations to celebrate this day by, in particular,
disseminating information on migrants’ rights and fundamental freedoms,
exchanging experience and developing measures to protect them.

That is why one of the key components in ensuring safe and orderly
migration is the edition of scientific and practical publications, in the
columns of which there will be an exchange of views on ways to solve
migration problems and exchange of experience in this field between
scientists and practitioners.

The scientific journal M&L does not claim the primacy among
publications in this area. Only in modern Ukraine there have been two
attempts to publish similar journals.

The least successful was the publication of the Ukrainian journal of
law and policy “Refugees and Migration”, founded in 1997 by the Ukrainian
Law Foundation. The editor-in-chief was Volodymyr Isakovych Yevintov,
a leading researcher at the V.M. Koretsky Institute of State and Law. The
world has seen only a few issues of this journal, published in 1997-1999.

The same year, in 1997, another Ukrainian information and analytical
journal on migration, entitled “Problems of Migration”, was founded,
published quarterly until 2002 under the general editorship of Oleksandr
Ilyich Piskun, Candidate of Historical Sciences, former First Deputy
Minister in the Ministry of Ukraine on Nationalities and Migration Affairs.
However, this edition ceased to exist soon.

Currently, there is no specialized migration scientific journal in modern
Ukraine. Of course, the versatility of such a phenomenon as migration
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allows it to be covered in the pages of many scientific publications of legal,
political, sociological or other direction. However, under such conditions,
migration loses its target audience and integrity in solving its problems.

We have felt the urgent need to issue a new thematic interdisciplinary
scientific and practical journal in the modern Ukrainian State. M&L
intends to become a truly international journal on migration law, as
well as on inextricably migration-related phenomena. It can become a
valuable source of information and a scientific platform for discussions by
scientists, lawyers, governmental and non-governmental institutions with
a focus on the legal aspects of migration, integrated border management,
protection of human rights and freedoms of migrants and internally
displaced persons, access of migrants to social security and assistance,
formation and implementation of migration policy of the States etc.

However, each issue of the journal will have an interdisciplinary
approach to migration, not limited to the legal aspects of migration
processes, but also problems linked to them, including sociological,
political, historical and public administration.

So we sincerely congratulate our readers and authors on the release
of the first issue of M&L. We hope that later our journal will occupy a
prominent place among authoritative journals of Ukraine and Europe,
where deep and substantiated theoretical and practical materials will be
published. However, how our journal will look like depends not only on
the efforts of the founders, the editorial board, but also on you, our dear
readers.
