Over the past decades, a problem of migration has become a highly
topical one in the global political and academic discourse. This problem has
become especially relevant with the beginning of the Russian Federation’s
large-scale military aggression against Ukraine and the largest migration
of the Ukrainian population to other countries in many years.

It is well known that the theory of international trade considers land,
capital and labor, i.e., labor force, to be the factors that directly affect
production. For many years, among these factors, only capital, which exists
in the form of monetary and physical capital, was recognized as mobile
ones, and land and labor were not considered as mobile factors.

Today, the global scientific community has already recognized the fact
that the modern world is in the era of global mobility. Due to the global
trend towards globalization of migration processes, more and more
scholars and practitioners have begun to pay attention to labor mobility
and to study comprehensive aspects of migration regulation while
preventing high overregulation and even weakening migration processes.

The profound changes in the social structure of the postmodern
society require the allocation of knowledge about migration as a special
area of research on migration processes in the humanitarian paradigm®.
Currently, migration as a complex and multidimensional phenomenon is
traditionally studied within the framework of various sciences, such as
political science, sociology, history, jurisprudence, public administration,
demography, etc. Economics also plays an important role.

The processes of external migration are an integral part of the
international delineation of labor and global economic relations in
particular. Population dynamics, human resources deficit or surprisingly
their high centralization, and diverse quality and composition in their

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interconnectedness significantly affect economic, geopolitical, and
security trends around the world.

The causes of migration are diverse. These include wars and armed
conflicts, climate change and natural disasters, but above all, economic
shocks and unstable economic situations in different countries.

Paradoxically, migration processes have already become part of the
socio-economic life of our society. They significantly influence ensuring
of the economic security of the State as a complex mechanism designed to
protect the state’s economy from negative risks and threats, both external
and internal. The economic security of the national economy is an integral
attribute of the sovereignty, territorial integrity and independence of
any State, and the construction of an effective security system makes it
impossible to ensure its sustainable socio-economic development?.

It should be understood that migration has both positive and
destructive effects on Ukraine’s security space. If we talk about the negative
consequences of migration, they are, in particular, that it can lead to:
1) changes in the linguistic, ethnic, confessional, cultural and demographic
structure of the population, aggravation of the crime situation and
conflicts; 2) slowing down the transformation in the countries of origin of
migrants due to the loss of population; 3) slowing down the introduction
of advanced technologies due to the arrival of cheap labor in the countries
of destination; 4) transformation of migration management into an
unmanageable social system if it is not regulated by the state authorities;
5) growth of social tension in households, etc? In the economic sphere,
migration can also contribute to the expansion of the shadow economy,
aggravation of the situation on the labor market and displacement of local
workers from it®.

Nevertheless, the positive impact of migration allows us to talk about:
1) the formation of a new identity; 2) in conditions of depopulation, aging
population or shortage of workers, the inflow of migrants contributes to the

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development of destination countries; 3) the outflow of surplus workers
from countries of origin helps to reduce social tension; 4) destination
countries receive ready-made human capital - a production resource;
5) improvement of the material well-being of migrants and their family
members; 6) obtaining the desired education and professional skills, etc’.
Animportantpositive aspect of migration is always the receipt of significant
funds in the form of remittances from labor migrants, which contributes
to improving their well-being, mastering new professions, improving their
abilities, professional skills and ability to perceive innovations (if they
worked in their profession and in accordance with their qualifications).
Moreover, for such people, migration becomes an internship with the aim
of taking over best practices and implementing them in UkraineZ

Thatis why migration as a certain socio-economic phenomenon should
not be assessed as a purely positive or negative category. In view of the
above, scientific and research works aimed at addressing the problem of
economic security should be designed to identify and distinguish between
positive and negative effects of migration on socio-economic processes in
the respective State, as well as to formulate ways to neutralize the latter
(negative) and develop and strengthen the former (positive) ones.
